1, In accordance with Rule 51 of the Central Civil Service (Pension) Rules, 2021, in the case of &
Governmen servand or a pensioner of a family pensioner, who goes missing, family pension is payable to
a member or members of the family. On disappearance of a Government servant while in service, family
pension {including enhanced family pension) is payable from the date following the date upto which leave
wis smnclioned 1o (he Govermment servant before he went missing or from the date upto which pay and
allowances have bean paid o the Government servant or from the date on which a report has been lodged
with the concened Police Station in the form of First Information Report or a Daily Diary Entry or a
General Daary Entry, whichever is the latest.

3 In the case of a penstoner who gocs missing, family pension (including enhanced family pension,
where applicable) is payable from the daie following the date upto which pension has been paid 1o the
pensioner whoe wenl missing or from the date on which a report was lodged with the concerned Police
Station in the form of First Informatien Heport or o Dadly Diary Entry or & General Diary Entry,
whichever is later.

4, In the case of a family pensioner who goes missing, family pension shall be payable from the date
following the dnfe wpte which Family pension has been paid to the family pensioner before he went
misaing or from the date on which a report was lodged with the concemed Police Station m the form of
First Information Report or o Daily Diory Entry or a General Diary Entry, whichever is later.

5 tn the case of a Government servant who goes missing or & retired Government servant who goes
missing without receiving the retirement gratuity shall be payable 10 8 member or members of the famnily
in the manner and subject to the conditions applicable in the case of @ Government servant who dics afier

6. The claims for payment of family pension and gratuity are required to be submitted 1o the Head of
Office by the member or members of the family cligible for family pension and nominges or members of
family eligible to receive the amount of gratuity, after n report has been lodged with the conceried Police
Station tn the form of a First Information Report or a Daily Diary Entry or a General Diary Entry, The
claims shall be sccompanied by an Indemnity Bond in Format 8 along with a copy each of the report
lodged with the concerned Police Station and the report obtained from the police to the effect that the
Government servant or pensioner or family pensioner could nol be traced so far despite all efforts made in
